Registration for 2021-2022

Applications for the 2021-2022 school year will be available in
early January.

2-year-old classes meet Mondays and/or Fridays from 9:15 to
10:45am. Children can register for either day once a week or both
days.

We will be offering our regular 2 day, 3-year-old morning program
on Mondays and Tuesdays from 9:00am to 11:30am. We are also
offering an optional third day on Wednesdays from 9:00am to
11:30am. Children must be potty-trained to participate in the
Wednesday enhanced program.

The 4-year-old morning (and afternoon if needed) programs meet
on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 9:00-11:30 in the
morning (or 12:30 -3:00 in the afternoon.) We will also be offering
the Tuesday afternoon enhanced class for 4-year-olds. This class
offers more hands on activities, expands on topics we have learned
in the 4-year-old program, and offers some new things. The focus will
include, but not be limited to, activities with phonics, math, science,
and nature. Students who enroll in either the regular 4-year-old
morning or afternoon program are able to also participate in this
program.
