2022-2023 Registration

Applications for the 2022 -2023 school year will be available
soon. We guarantee placement for next year’s program if your
application is returned by January 31st. After that date we open
registration up to the public on a first come first serve basis.

Classes offered

Two year old class: We have 2 two year old classes: Monday
and/or Thursday OR Tuesday and/or Friday from 9:15am-
10:45am. 1 day is $42/month, 2 days $84/month

Three year old class: The 3’s meet on Monday and Tuesday
mornings from 9-11:30. We also have an optional 3rd day en-
hanced day on Wednesday morning 9-11:30. Tuition for the 2
day program is $108/month, 3 day program is $162/month.
Four year old class: We will be offering our regular 3 day morn-
ing class on Wed, Thurs and Fri from 9-11:30 and possibly an
afternoon class (12:30-3) if enrollment is sufficient. We will also
be offering an optional 4th day class on Tuesday afternoon,
(12:30-3:00) that can be combined with the 3 day morning or
afternoon class. This will be an enriched class with more hands
on activities and we will expand upon topics we have learned
and also introduce new concepts including, but not limited to
activities with phonics, math, science and nature. For more in-
formation on the enhanced class please see Mrs. Waugaman,
Mrs. Chevalier, or Mrs. Wachtel. Tuition will be $162/month
for 3 days and $216/month for 4 days .

A $30 non-refundable registration fee is required with each
application.

The party includes a special snack and valentine
exchange. Each child should bring in valentines that are signed with their name. Do NOT address the valentines
to the other children, just sign who they are from.
