Registration for 2024-2025

Applications for the 2024-2025 school year will be available in
early January.

2-year-old classes meet Mondays and/or Thursdays and a class
on Tuesday and/or Fridays from 9:15 to 10:45am. Children can reg-
ister for either day once a week or both days.

We will be offering our regular 2 day, 3-year-old morning program
on Mondays and Tuesdays from 9:00am to 11:30am. We are also
offering an optional third day on Wednesdays from 9:00am to
11:30am. Children must be potty-trained to participate in the
Wednesday enhanced program.

The 4-year-old morning (and afternoon if needed) programs meet
on Wednesdays, Thursdays and Fridays from 9:00-11:30 in the
morning (or 12:30 -3:00 in the afternoon.) We will also be offering
the Tuesday morning enhanced class for 4-year-olds. This class offers
more hands on activities, expands on topics we have learned in the
4-year-old program, and offers some new things. The focus will in-
clude, but not be limited to, activities with phonics, math, science,
and nature. Students who enroll in either the regular 4-year-old morn-
ing or afternoon program are able to also participate in this program.
Any questions about the enhanced program, please speak to Mrs.
Chevalier, Mrs. Waugaman, or Mrs. Wachtel.

Current students who return an application for next year before
January 31, 2024 are guaranteed the class time of their choice.
Beginning February 1st we start to fill in the classes with applications
that are received from new students and do not guarantee any spots.
The registration fee for all children is $30.

School Closings

There will be no school from
December 25th-January 1. Classes
for 4-year-olds will resume on Tues-
day, January 2nd for the enhanced
class and Wednesday, January 3rd-
for the morning classes.

For snowy or icy weather, listen
to the radio or check the TV for in-
formation on BHBL schools. If
Burnt Hills closes, we are closed as
well. If Burnt Hills has any delay we
are also closed. We will also try to
send emails and texts if classes are
canceled. (If the weather causes a
power outage Mrs. Chevalier might not
be able to access the internet due to
poor cell service at her house.)

When entering and leaving the
building, please make sure the
door is shut tightly. This helps
keep the hallway somewhat warm.
It also reduces our heat loss from
the classrooms. Thank you.
